She regularly par-
ticipates in national and international competitions, where
she competes for the highest honours. She has come first in
her category at two editions of the International Competition
»Giovani Musicisti« of the City of Treviso and at two editions of
the Svirél international competition (in 2014 and 2015). In 2017
she was the winner of the Young Virtuosi International Com-
petition in Zagreb. In 2019 she won a third prize at the same
competition. She has also been successful at national TEMSIG
competitions, with a second place in 2018 and a first place
in 2021. She entered TEMSIG 2023 with the chamber group
Apeiron and scored a third place. She has also achieved top
placings at the Primorska Regional Young Musicians Comypeti-
ton, the Tartini Infernational Competition (2022) and the 27
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International Matija Bravnicar Violin Competition (2023). In
December 2023 she appeared as soloist with the Cantabile
Symphony Orchestra at Cankarjev Dom. She won a first prize
at TEMSIG 2024. She works regularly with various orchestras
and aftends seminars with renowned teachers such as Vasilij
Meljnikov and Emilio Percan, among others.

Beata llona Barcza is a pianist and chamber musician from
Hungary. She obtained a master’s degree from the Faculty of
Music and Visual Arts of the University of Pécs in 2013. As a
student, she took part in many competitions and won several
first prizes. She gives regular recitals at the National Theatre of
Pécs together with the outstanding soprano Marianna Varadi.
She is also interested in early keyboard instruments, dedicat-
ing an additional three years of study to the harpsichord in
Hungary, joining a fortepiano masterclass in Ithaca (USA) at
the invitation of Malcolm Bilson and participating in Dalibor
Miklavcic’s pedal piano masterclass in Liubljana.

The Inuaria Flute Quartet was founded in the 2022/23 aca-
demic year under the mentorship of Karolina Sant! Zupan. The
quartet is made up of four students from the Ljubljana Acad-
emy of Music: the flautists Katarina Kastelec, Lara Oblak, Nusa
Dolinsek and Alja Bostiancic. Their flutes are frequently joined
on stage by piccolo, alfo flute and bass fiute. The quartet per-
forms at various events, concert series and festivals and also
gives numerous concerts of its own around Slovenia.

Patricija Malovrh Mlacnik started learning the viola with Rok
Hrvatin at Ljubljana Moste-Polje Music School before going on
to the Ljubliana Conservatory of Music and Ballet, where she
studied with Peter Ugrin. She is currently studying with Emile
Cantor at the Ljubljana Academy of Music. Her competition
successes include two gold plaques and two first prizes at the
TEMSIG competition, two gold plaques and the title of laure-
ate at an online competition hosted in Belgrade and a third
prize and the title of laureate at the Rudolf Barshai Internation-
al Strings Competition. She is a member of the string chamber
orchestra Camerata Laibach, with which she has won numer-
ous international prizes.

Leon Ravnikar began learning the guitar at the age of seven
with teacher Denis Kokalj at Skofia Loka Music School, before
going on to study at the Ljubljana Conservatory of Music and
Ballet. He has taken part in numerous national and internation-
al competitions and won several prizes, including first prizes at
competitions in Romania, Austria and Ifaly, a gold plaque and
special awards at TEMSIG competitions (2021, 2024), prizes at
competitions in Sarajevo, Krsko and Montenegro and third
prize at the Great Talent Award competition organised by the
University of Music and Performing Arts in Vienna. He is cur-
rently studying with Nejc Kuhar at the latter university, having
achieved the highest score of all candidates in the enfrance
exams. As member of Duo Chameleon (with Polish guitarist
Kamil Aniot) he won a second prize at the Altamira Gorizia
Guitar Competition and the Grand Prix at the infernational
competition and festival Baltic Guitar Days in Poland (2023).
He is also a recipient of the Skerjanc Prize for outstanding ar-
tistic achievement.

Hopes programme. She is a protégée of the Gallus Founda-
tion and over the past year has appeared with the Gewand-
hausorchester Leipzig (Leipzig Gewandhaus Orchestra) at the
Salzburg Easter Festival, with the Mozarteum University’s Sym-
phony Orchestra in a performance of Mahler’s First Sympho-
ny and Humperdinck’s opera Hansel and Gretel, and in the
spring concert series of the Bad Reichenhall Philharmoniker
(Bad Reichenhall Philharmonic Orchestra). She has performed
as a soloist with the AMADEQO Orchestra and, as an invited mu-
sician, works with young musicians on performances of origi-
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nal new works, collaborates with various chamber ensembles
and participates in studio recordings.

Anej Gorenjak is a third-year student at the Maribor Con-
servatory of Music and Ballet, where he studies trumpet with
Matjaz Dobrovnik. Before enrolling at the conservatory, he
completed seven frumpet classes, six percussion classes and
three piano classes at Ravne na Koroskem Music School. He is
a member of several ensembles including the Big Band at the
Maribor Conservatory of Music and Ballet and has performed
and competed internationally. He has studied with renowned
frumpeters such as Jure Gradisnik, Roman Rindenberger and
Sergei Nakariakov. Among his biggest achievements are nu-
merous international prizes, including a first prize at the 2023
American Protégé International Music Talent Competition,
which gave him the opportunity to perform at Carnegie Hall in
New York. That same year he gave a solo performance at the
St Nicholas’s Charity Concert in Cankarjev Dom’s Gallus Hall.
He regularly attends masterclasses and has enjoyed consider-
able success at competitions including the TEMSIG competi-
tion, the Davorin Jenko International Competition, the Distant
Chords Competition in Split and the Amadeus International
Music Awards (at which he won a gold prize in 2023).

Spela Horvat began her musical training at the Karol Pahor
Music School in Ptuj and continued it with Mitia Virunc at the
Maribor Conservatory of Music and Ballet. In 2019 she com-
pleted her master’s degree at the Ljubljana Academy of
Music, where she studied with Tatiana Ognjanovic. She has
performed at many concerts throughout Slovenia and be-
yond, including a recital at the Slovenian Philharmonic and
a guest performance at the Franz Liszt Academy of Music in
Budapest, She has also performed with the RTV Slovenia Sym-
phony Orchestra. In 2018 she appeared as the pianist Karmela
Kosovel in the documentary film Karmela Kosovel. In 2019 she
performed Alexander Scriabin’s Piano Concerto in F-sharp mi-
nor at the Slovenian Philharmonic. In 2020 she recorded solo
piano works by Claude Debussy for Radio ARS. She has further
refined her skills at seminars given by renowned musicians. She
currently teaches at the Maribor Conservatory of Music and
Ballet, where she also works as an accompanist.
